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A RESOLUTION 
A Resolution of the County of Allegheny amending the Summerset at Frick Park Tax Increment Financing Cooperation Agreement. 
Whereas, Pennsylvania's Tax Increment Financing Act (53 P.S. §6930.01 et seq., as amended) (the "Act") provides local taxing bodies with legal authority to cooperate in providing financing for development of blighted areas within their respective jurisdictions in order to increase the tax base and improve the general economy; and 
Whereas, under the Act, the Urban Redevelopment Authority of Pittsburgh (the “Authority”) legally prepared the Summerset at Frick Park Tax Increment Financing Plan (the "TIF Plan") to provide financing for the elimination and prevention of the development or spread of blight within specified tax increment districts located in the City of Pittsburgh (the “City”); and
Whereas, the County of Allegheny (the “County”), the Pittsburgh Public School District (the “School District”), and the City have each adopted resolutions on July 2, 2013; June 26, 2013; and July 30, 2013 respectively, adopting the TIF Plan authorizing related agreements; and 
Whereas, the City created the Summerset at Frick Park Tax Increment Financing District (the “Summerset at Frick Park TIF District”) to help fund the redevelopment of portions of the Summerset at Frick Park project site (the “Project”); and
Whereas, the County, the City and the School District entered into a Cooperation Agreement dated as of May 5, 2014 (the “Cooperation Agreement”) providing for the financing, monitoring, implementing and terminating of the Summerset at Frick Park TIF District; and    
Whereas, the scope of the Project has been reduced to the completion of environmental remediation and the extension of Frick Park; and  
Whereas, the Authority has secured sufficient funding, including existing TIF proceeds, to complete the Project; and 
Whereas, there is no outstanding TIF debt; and 
Whereas, the Authority, the County, the City, and the School District desire to amend the Summerset at Frick Park TIF Cooperation Agreement to terminate the TIF District on December 31, 2024 and to authorize the Authority to retain the existing TIF proceeds to partially fund the completion of the reduced scope Project.
The Council of the County of Allegheny hereby enacts as follows:

SECTION 1.		Incorporation of the Preamble.
 
The provisions set forth in the preamble to this Resolution are incorporated by reference as set forth in their entirety herein.
 
SECTION 2.		Termination of the TIF District and Project Funding.
 
The County hereby authorizes an amendment to the Summerset at Frick Park TIF Cooperation Agreement to terminate the TIF District on December 31, 2024. The Authority is hereby authorized to retain the existing TIF proceeds to partially fund the completion of the remaining environmental remediation and the extension of Frick Park which are TIF-eligible activities under the Summerset at Frick TIF Plan.  

SECTION 3.		Remaining Real Estate Tax Revenues.

At the completion of the reduced scope Project, any remaining tax revenues received from the pledged parcels within the Summerset at Frick Park TIF District will be distributed pro rata to the Taxing Bodies in accordance with the Summerset at Frick Park TIF Plan, after paying any fees, costs, and contractual obligations due and owing with respect to the Summerset at Frick Park TIF District.  
SECTION 4.		Resolution Delivery to the Mayor.

The Chief Clerk of County Council is directed and/or the County Manager is requested to deliver a copy of this resolution to the Mayor of the City of Pittsburgh, as provided in the Act.
SECTION 5.		Cooperation Agreement.

The appropriate public officials of the County are hereby directed to take such additional action in cooperation with the Authority, the City and the School District in furtherance of the termination of the TIF District, including, without limitation, the execution and delivery of an amended Cooperation Agreement by and among the County, the Authority, the City and the School District.
SECTION 6. 		Severability. 
If any provision of this Resolution shall be determined to be unlawful, invalid, void or unenforceable, then that provision shall be considered severable from the remaining provisions of this Resolution which shall be in full force and effect.
SECTION 7. 		Repealer.
Any Resolution or Ordinance or part thereof conflicting with the provisions of this Resolution is hereby repealed so far as the same affects this Resolution.
