 Bill No. 1264-03 – “An Ordinance of the County of Allegheny, Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, amending the Administrative Code by providing for improvements in the administration and operation of the Office of Property Assessments.”
As you know, at the Regular Meeting of Council held on November 5, 2003, a motion to approve the above referenced bill received a 7-3 vote.  It was initially understood that the bill failed due to the lack of an affirmative vote by the majority of the Seated Members of Council.  However, upon closer examination, I discovered that Article II, Section 20(h) of the Rules of Council states that when any bill, upon final presentation, receives the affirmative or negative vote a majority of the Members of Council present, but not a majority of the Seated Members, such bill shall be considered held, and may be called up for further action at the same or any subsequent meeting by an affirmative vote of the majority of the Seated Members of Council.  
Since the vote was 7-3, although the bill did not receive an affirmative vote of the majority of the Seated Members of Council, it did receive an affirmative vote of the majority of the present Members of Council; therefore, the official status of the bill is “held”.

As indicated above, the bill may be called up for further action by an affirmative vote of the majority of the Seated Members of Council.
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
