WHEREAS, Allegheny County is blessed with individuals such as The Honorable Jay Costa, Jr. who are dedicated to enhancing the quality of life in our neighborhood and the community as a whole; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Costa obtained his Juris Doctorate Degree from Duquesne University School of Law in 1989; attended the Allegheny County Police Training Academy, graduating first in his class; and received a Bachelor of Arts Degree from Indiana University of Pennsylvania; and further, prior to his election to the Senate he served five years as Register of Wills of Allegheny County, was a practicing attorney and was a Deputy Sheriff for Allegheny County; and
WHEREAS, he was appointed by the Board of Trustees of the University of Pittsburgh (2001) and Community College of Allegheny County (2004), also serving as a Board Member of Catholic Charities of the Diocese of Pittsburgh, the Senator John Heinz Pittsburgh Regional History Center and Neighborhood Legal Services Association; and


WHEREAS, Senator Costa, a resident of Forest Hills, is the son of the late Allegheny County Treasurer, Jay Costa, Sr., married to the former Roxanne Ross and they are the proud parents of three children;
