Proclamation


WHEREAS, Allegheny County is privileged to have individuals, such as Ms. Elizabeth “Beth” Mary Seidl, who have contributed to the sport of women’s basketball; and
WHEREAS, Ms. Seidl, born in 1952 to Carl and Geraldine Seidl, started playing women’s basketball at St. Anthony’s Grade School (1963-1966).  She excelled in the sport at Mount Alvernia High School in Millvale, Pennsylvania from 1966 to 1970; and

WHEREAS, in addition to being named a Varsity Starter during her four years of high school at Mt. Alvernia, she earned numerous team and individual awards including the Ormsby All Tournament Team Award, Ormsby Tournament MVP, Catholic Girls Basketball League All Tournament Team, AAU All Tournament Team and Mt. Alvernia’s Sister Gregory Award for scoring 1,000 points (1969-1970); and

WHEREAS, Ms. Seidl scored 2,197 points prior to the three point line and she was the first woman in Pennsylvania to score 2,000 points; and

WHEREAS, Beth was the only female in western Pennsylvania to score 2,000 points, a record which she held for an entire decade from 1970 to 1980, and she remains in the top 20 western Pennsylvania Leading All-Time Scorers; 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Allegheny County Council does hereby commend Ms. Elizabeth “Beth” Mary Seidl for her exceptional leadership and significant contributions to women’s basketball.  Her accomplishment is worthy of our County of Champions, earning the esteem of the citizens of Millvale, Allegheny County and the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.
