WHEREAS, Mr. Honsberger is a two-time winner of the Radio and Television News Director Association’s award for excellence in radio news; he has won a Golden Quill Award for his radio special about the Pittsburgh police undercover drug squad; he has been named Best Talk Show Host by the Achievement in Radio Awards in 1997, 2003 and 2005; and the Associated Press has named his show the Best Radio Talk Show in Pennsylvania in 2004, 2005, 2006 and 2007;
