WHEREAS, Susan G. Komen for the Cure is the world’s largest grassroots network of breast cancer survivors and activists fighting to save lives, empowering people, ensuring quality care for all, and energizing science to find cures; and 

WHEREAS, during National Breast Cancer Awareness Month, we renew our commitment to fighting this disease, raising awareness, and supporting those affected by breast cancer; 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Allegheny County Council does hereby proclaim the month of October 2009 as “Breast Cancer Awareness Month” in Allegheny County.
