WHEREAS, the company offers minorities opportunities to network and to celebrate cultural history and achievement by hosting state-wide events and community relations activities like the Annual African-American Weekend, the Elected Official/Political Activists Conference, the Pennsylvania African-American State Convention, and the Civil Rights Breakfast, where the Honorable K.
