WHEREAS, Ms. Brucker's leadership qualities have equaled her other talents and earned her status as the captain of her cross county, track and field, and rifle squads; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Brucker's dedication to self expression through writing and the arts is amply demonstrated by her 146 published original articles, 72 published original poems, and 173 published original graphic art designs;
