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Proclamation

WHEREAS, Allegheny County is blessed with individuals and organizations dedicated to enhancing the quality of life in our neighborhoods and the community as a whole; and

WHEREAS, The Mentoring Partnership of Southwestern Pennsylvania is a not-for-profit organization that expands the community capacity to support quality-mentoring relationships for youth; and

WHEREAS, The Mentoring Partnership (an affiliate of the National Mentoring Partnership) brings together community leaders and organizations that are eager to enhance quality mentoring by providing support and encouragement for our youth.
