WHEREAS, Allegheny County Court of Common Pleas Judge Livingstone Morris Johnson has devotedly served Allegheny County as a judge for 25 years; and
WHEREAS, Judge Johnson was called to defend his country in 1949 and in 1951, flew 58 combat missions over Korea, earning the Distinguished Flying Cross; and

WHEREAS, after earning his degree at the University of Michigan Law School, Judge Johnson not only served as a Common Pleas Court Judge, but also as a County Solicitor for a decade; and

WHEREAS, Judge Johnson has received countless awards for his work, including the Outstanding Juvenile Court Judge Award from the Allegheny County League of Women Voters, the Juvenile Law Award from the ACBA Juvenile Law Committee, and the Susan B. WHEREAS, he belongs to St. Mark A.M.E. in Wilkinsburg, is a lifetime member of the NAACP, and a member of Omega Psi Phi, American Inns of Court, the Homer S. Brown Law Association, American Judicature Society, and the Pennsylvania State Conference on State Trial Judges, as well as an American Bar Foundation Fellow;
