WHEREAS, throughout her career, McConnell-Serio has received a multitude of awards and recognitions, including being named to USA Today’s All-Time Women’s Basketball Team, earning a spot as one of Sports Illustrated’s Top 50 Pennsylvania Athletes of the Century, and in 2007, was listed in Sports Illustrated as the best 5’-4” basketball player of all time;
